As an educator, | commit to promoting a diverse and inclusive environment in which students have equal access to
learning regardless of their background or needs. | commit to promoting a safe environment in which students feel empowered to
explore, experiment, and engage in critical thinking and critical analysis that may allow them to thrive and learn from one another.
Through thoughtful, critical, and sincere group critiques students will have the opportunity to encourage each other while offering

and receiving insightful feedback on their artworks.

Learning about art and making art are always in partnership inside and outside the classroom. My focus as an educator is
to help students build a solid foundation on the key principles of Art and New Media. | will provide participatory workshops,
demonstrations, and hands-on activities that promote creativity and self-initiative. The students will learn how to use a variety of tools
and digital technologies and build a professional craftsmanship that will extend throughout their professional careers.
